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PPL - THEORETICAL KNOWLEDGE INSTRUCTION AND EXAMINATIONS

West London Aero Club offers a Modular course for Theoretical Knowledge Instruction.  These take place on Saturdays and Sundays throughout the year.  If a group of three or more students would like a weekday course they should contact the lead instructor for that course.

There are four modules which need to be completed within 18 months of sitting the first exam.    Each module is an integrated package of classroom tuition, directed home study, computer based training, progress checks, preparation for, and sitting, the relevant exams.  This enables the student to complete the requisite 100 hours of theoretical knowledge study, and pass the exams within the allocated sittings. There are only six sittings and re-takes cannot be taken in the same sitting as the failed exam.

The courses take place in the Club house at White Waltham and are taught by the experienced and dedicated team of Theoretical Knowledge Instructors. 

A minimum of three students are required for a ground school class to run.  There is a maximum of four students in any class.  If a course has three students, and one cancels, then the course is not -viable and will not run, unless a suitable replacement is found.  A cancellation fee of £30 applies.
